An area around Plymouth
was surveyed in 1854-7, before the rest of Devon and Cornwall, and
published in 8 sheets at one foot to the mile (1:5280), and in
parish maps at 1:2500. The area was then revised early at 1:2500,
in 1892-4 (published in 1894-5) - then revised again in 1902-5 for
the complete Cornwall and Devon 2nd edns (publ. 1906-7). Both the
early and the later revisions are called ‘Second Edition’, except
for some sheets in grids 117, 124 and 130, where the 1906-7
revisions are correctly called ‘Third Edition’.
